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Methodologically, mostly primary sources are studied and compared with interpretive help from
relevant secondary sources. Once the generation and evolution of this doctrine is understood, a
more holistic understanding of the relationship between religion and philosophy will be evident.
Additionally a more robust understanding of Middle Platonism &rehtl 29 century

Christianity and their relationship to Roman Stoicism will be achieved. Of particular importance
to contemporary scholarship this work hallow us to understand the doctrine in its context and

will shield us from anachronistic readings of the arguments that are bound to cause fundamental
errors in scholarship.
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
